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A COMMEMORATIVE MEDAL 
FOR THE 65TH ANNIVERSARY OF LEONARDO DA VINCI AIRPORT


To mark the 65th anniversary of Leonardo da Vinci Airport, the Istituto Poligrafico e Zecca dello Stato (the Italian State Mint and Polygraphic Institute) has produced a commemorative medal for Aeroporti di Roma.
This new medal reproduces the original version minted in 1960 for the airport's opening, based on a design by Assen Peikov, the Bulgarian sculptor who created the iconic Leonardo da Vinci statue that welcomes passengers arriving at the airport.
This version features a new design with some stylistic variations while maintaining the original inspiration.
The front of the medal features the design by Assen Peikov. Around the edge, it has the words, ‘AEROPORTO INTERNAZIONALE LEONARDO DA VINCI ROMA FIUMICINO’ (Rome Fiumicino Leonardo da Vinci International Airport), with '1960', the year of the airport's inauguration, is engraved at the bottom.
The reverse is inspired by a Roman coin, with a view of Portus which can be recognised by typical features, such as the mole, the lighthouse, ships of various sizes and the Roman god Portunus. Around the edge, it reads, 'DAL 1960 LA PORTA SUL FUTURO’ (The gate to the future since 1960), with the date '2025' at the bottom and, on the right, the word 'PORTUS'.
Leonardo da Vinci Airport has always been a symbol of openness, dialogue and exchange with the world, as was Portus, the ancient Roman port that gave the region its enduring spirit of universality. 
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
