Chiara Civello, born in Rome in 1975, is a singer, composer and multi-instrumentalist who blends jazz, soul, pop and Latin American influences into a refined and recognisable musical language.  
A graduate from the Berklee College of Music in Boston, she was the first Italian artist to release an album with Verve Records: Last Quarter Moon (2005), produced by Russ Titelman and including collaborations with Daniel Jobim and Burt Bacharach. During her career, she has worked with Michael Bublé, Tony Bennett, James Taylor, Pino Daniele, Gilberto Gil and Esperanza Spalding, developing an expansive and cosmopolitan style.
Billboard praised the charm of her lyrics, while The International Herald Tribune described her combination of personality, soulfulness and sophistication ‘striking’. With a career spanning Italy, the United States, France and Brazil, Chiara Civello is a voice capable of uniting different worlds and languages. 
On 19 December 2018 she was awarded the honorary title of Knight of the Order of Merit of the Italian Republic by the President of the Italian Republic Sergio Mattarella. Her participation in the 65th anniversary celebrations confirms the role of art and music as instruments of universal dialogue, aligned with the values of Aeroporti di Roma and its vision of innovation and human spirit.
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
